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ABSTRACT

The objectives of this evaluation were to evaluate the project of promoting
students’ moral and ethics in OBEC moral schools, Anubanhuaithapthan school by using
the CIPP model consisting of context, input, process, and products. The samples used
in this project evaluation were 571 persons, consisting of 25 teachers, 318 students, 14
basic education boards, 34 community leaders, selected by purposive sampling, and
180 parents, selected by quota sampling. The instruments of this project evaluation
were 7 questionnaires and 1 student’s moral and ethical behavior observation form.
The statistics for analyzing the data were mean (X )and standard deviation (S).

The results showed that:

1. The results of the project context evaluation were as follows:

1.1 The results of the project context evaluation according to the opinions
of the teachers overall were at the highest level (x = 4.63, S = 0.47), which passed the
criteria of evaluation. The highest mean was the project feasibility.

1.2 The opinions of parents overall were at the highest level ( X = 4.66,
S = 0.46), which passed the criteria of evaluation. The highest mean was the consistency
of the project with the need to develop student's moral and ethics.

2. The results of the project input evaluation according to the opinions of
teachers overall were at a high level (x =4.48,S = 0.49), which passed the criteria of
evaluation. The highest mean was personnel.

3. The results of the project process evaluation were as follows:

3.1 The results of doing the project activity overall were at the highest
level (X =4.62, S = 0.48), which passed the criteria of evaluation. The highest mean
was an activity of practice the Dharma leading life, morality camp sub-activity.

3.2 The results of the project’s process overall were at the highest level
(x =4.59, S =0.50), which passed the criteria of evaluation. The highest mean was doing.

4. The results of the project product evaluation were as follows:

4.1 Student’s moral and ethical behavior consists of the group moral for

developing themselves overall were at the very good level (X = 4.72, S = 0.35), which



passed the criteria of evaluation. The highest mean was avoid all vices. The group
moral for developing work overall were at the very good level (X = 4.63, S = 0.48),
which passed the criteria of evaluation. The highest mean was discipline. The group
moral for developing social coexistence overall were at the very good level (x = 4.64,
S = 0.47), which passed the criteria of evaluation. The highest mean was gratitude.

4.2 Students’ satisfaction toward the process of the project overall were
at the highest level (x = 4.65, S = 0.46, which passed the criteria of evaluation. The
highest mean was students has participated in doing an activity of the project.

4.3 Stakeholders’ satisfaction toward the student’s moral and ethical
behavior overall were at the highest level (X =4.58, S = 0.49), which passed the criteria
of evaluation. The highest mean was students did daily routine, study, did housework
and did every activity in the family and school appropriately.

The results of evaluating the project of promoting student’s moral and ethics
in OBEC moral Schools of Anubanhuaithapthan School, overall 4 sides showed that
the result of the project evaluation passed the evaluation criteria as follows. It shows
that project of promoting student’s moral and ethics in OBEC moral Schools of
Anubanhuaithapthan School, that is a valuable and beneficial project. Able to develop
students' morals and ethics as well. Therefore, this project should continue every
academic year. However, directors, teachers, and educational personnel who are directly
involved should take the results of the project evaluation to improve and develop the

activities in this project to be more diverse and interesting.
